FREE CHINA TRIP

 FOR TEACHERS
Bringing China to Arkansas Program

Offered by Arkansas Global Programs, UALR

This is a year long professional development program for Arkansas teachers funded by a grant from the Freeman Foundation.  It includes a 3-week tour of China June 6-26, 2009; self-study with books and materials; teacher workshops; curriculum development; resources and outreach by China experts; access to a major Chinese culture exhibit; assistance planning Chinese language/culture courses and finding teachers; and exchanges with Chinese schools.
Who is eligible?  

Middle and high school level teachers currently teaching who:
· Have good dissemination plans for sharing what they learn
· Are interested in fostering a partnership between their school and AGP 
· Have principals and superintendents supportive of Chinese language/culture courses
· Have principals and superintendents interested in exchanges with Chinese schools
· Will develop vertical and horizontal team teaching about China

· Are in good enough physical condition for the rigorous 3-week trip around China
· Are team players.
What are your obligations?

· Complete 3-mile hike and climb up a seven-story building at the workshop
· Contribute $600 matching fees ($1000 up front, $400 returned on completion of ALL program requirements.  Fees nonrefundable under other circumstances.) 
· Design a plan to disseminate information to students, colleagues, and community  

· Complete 3-week tour of China and provide program a cultural artifact and trip photos
· Present at the BCAP China Workshop, Arkansas Conference on Curriculum (November)
· Network with and mentor peers and partner schools long-term
· Provide leadership for teaching about China in Arkansas
· Complete all assignments.
