TITLE:

Geographic Landscape of Provinces in China

LENGTH:

Two Class periods. (90 minutes each)

INTENDED LEARNERS:

Advanced 10TH grade World History Students 

OBJECTIVES:
At the conclusion of the lesson students will feel comfortable knowing:

1. China is divided up in to provinces.(USA is divided into states)

2. Demonstrate ability to follow directions.

3. Determine differences among provinces in China (Like we have differences between our states)

4. Determine natural resources and any other landforms affecting China. 

5. Most importantly, what did they learn that they did not know before!!!

STRATEGIES:  Students will be encouraged to be participants in the introduction of this lesson.  A large map of China will be viewable by all students.  Students will be selected to write on the board responses from classmates.  Students will be asked, “What do they know about China?”   Is it all the same?  Do they speak the same language, eat the same foods—etc.  Students will lead themselves into what they do not know about China.

INSTRUCTION

Students will separate each province.  Students will be assigned to one specific province.

They will organize their group activity as to who will write their plans down, who will research, and who will present.  Categories will already have been given.


Religious, Political, Social, Economic  

Students are to take given category and research the above.  Include any natural landforms, rivers, etc.  Include population of said province.

Oral presentation of groups will be given on the second day.  Upon conclusion of presentation of provinces, students will be handed an outlined map of China.  They will be instructed to:


Label all rivers


Divide provinces with different colored lines.


Label the most populous city in each province.


Label any mountains, desert, etc.

Students will turn in such maps.  They will be graded on following directions.  Maps will be returned and a test will be announced for the next day.  Test will measure physical understanding and analytical understanding of the provinces of China
