These students will compare and contrast two different cultural versions of
Cinderella and write an original story to be published for the library.

SUGGESTED GRADE LEVEL
Grades 4 through 8
TIME
3 or 4 class periods
MATERIALS REQUIRED
1. Cinderella books
2. Internet and Reference materials
OBJECTIVES
Students will compare and contrast Ye-Shen and another Cinderella story of their choice. They will research Chinese animals and then write, illustrate and
publish an original story with Chinese characters and animals for the library.
SUGGESTED PROCEDURES
1. Read Ye-Shen A Cinderella Story from China.
2. Students will choose another version of Cinderella and compare and contrast the two stories. They will create a Venn diagram of the two stories and write a compare and contrast paper about the stories.
3. Students will then research animals of China in order to write a Chinese
version of another fairy tale (ex: Li Li and the 3 Pandas) or an original
story set in China with Chinese characters and animals. 
4. Students will write, illustrate and publish the books for the library.
