SUGGESTED GRADE LEVEL

Time
2 or 3 class periods.
MATERIALS REQUIRED
1. Books The Chinese New Year and Celebrating Chinese New Year
2. Internet and Reference materials
3. Supplies for projects
OBJECTIVES
The students will explore the Chinese culture through Chinese Festivals.
The students will create projects explaining the festivals. The students will
display projects in the library for the Chinese Festivals Fair.
SUGGESTED PROCEDURES
1. Read several books on the Chinese New Year.
2. Discuss other festivals.
3. Divide into groups of four with an assigned festival to research.
4. Research the festival.
5. Teacher will discuss the possibilities of various projects connected 
with the festivals. ( presentation, diorama, live production, model etc.)
6. Teacher will meet with the groups to determine what kind of project
The group has in mind for their festival.
7. After approval, the students will submit a materials list to the teacher.
8. Students will then proceed with their chosen project.
9.Set up a Chinese Festivals Fair in the library. Invite the rest of the school
and parents to attend. Students will be on hand to explain and perform.
