SUGGESTED GRADE LEVEL
Grades 4 through 8
TIME
2 or 3 class periods
MATERIALS REQUIRED
1. Lon Po Po A Red -Riding Hood Story from China
2. Internet
3. Card Catalogue
OBJECTIVES
Students will compare and contrast Lon Po Po with another version of Red-Riding Hood of their choice. Each student will write a comparison and contrast paper. As a group the students will write and produce a play based on Lon Po Po.
SUGGESTED PROCEDURES
1. Read Lon Po Po A Red-Riding Hood Story from China.
2. Use the Internet to research other versions of Red-Riding Hood.
3. Choose another version and read.
4. Write a compare and contrast paper on the two stories.
5. Students will divide into groups to write and produce a play based on Lon Po Po.
6. There needs to be a writing group, a costume and mask group, and a scenery group. and an acting group.
7. Students will present their play for the students in grades K-3 and parents.
SUGGESTED EVALUATION
Comparison papers and play.
