Quizzes will be unannounced and each will consist of one short answer question.  The question will cover information from the material and readings since the prior quiz.  Quizzes may not be made up if missed.
Essays
 will account for 25% of your overall grade.  Essays must be turned in on time in order to receive credit.  Late essays will not be accepted for a grade.  They must be in 12 font, 1 inch margins, black ink on white paper, and may not be emailed or faxed to the instructor.  
Exams I & II will each be worth 25% of your overall grade and will consist of 1 essay question, 5 short answer questions, true/false questions, and matching.  Each exam will be 60 minutes in length. Once the exam begins, late arrivals will not be permitted to take the exam on the regularly scheduled day.  Late arrivals may take the make-up exam (see schedule for time and date).

Make-up exams will be given Saturday, December 5 at 8:00 A.M. in Stabler 111.  One hour will be allowed for the make-up exam and only ONE exam may be made-up.  The instructor must be contacted in regards to your absence from an exam.

There will be no extra credit and grades will not be curved.
